International Access
In order for an international attendant to register for the Purdue 2008 Summer Bible Conference, they will first need to visit the registration website located at http://www.ubfservice.com/Default.aspx. They will need to click on the ‘Register Now’ button. Then, they will be asked to enter their personal information, including their home address. Upon identifying their country, another entry field will appear labeled ‘Registration Code.’  Here, the international attendant will be required to enter the access code in order to proceed. Without the code, no information will be saved and they cannot continue to register for the conference.  With the code, the registration process will continue. 

Complimentary Registration for Developing Countries

In order for an international attendant to register for the conference and NOT be required to pay the registration fee, they will need to do the following:  

1.  The attendant must visit the registration website, http://www.ubfservice.com/Default.aspx and enter their personal information, including the registration access code for international attendants. 

2. Once their personal information has been entered and confirmed, the system will take them to the payment page. At the top of the payment page, there is a place to enter a discount code. The attendant should enter the complimentary discount code that they have received, authorizing their waiver of the registration fee. 

3. Once this code is entered, the attendant will automatically receive a message that says, “When UBF processes your registration, you will be notified via email and will be allowed to finish your registration.” The user will click the OK button and be logged off the system.
4. UBF Admin will send an email to the email address used to register, notifying that individual that they can now log into the system again and finish the registration process.
